A CALL TO HOLINESS   

“Live as children of obedience (to God); do 
not conform yourselves to the evil desires 
(that governed you) in your former 
ignorance (when you did not know the 
requirements of the Gospel).

The Old Testament prophets, along with 
John the Baptist and then, Jesus, called for 
a radical change for those who would trust 
and obey God.
